1A.Referee Update

· Steve Closer is new game assigner, utilizing a new web program. Requests schedule to him in Excel format

Jan. 5 all schedules due from leagues.  5 spread sheets (1 ea. League) then sent to Steve.  Non-league games will be dropped in to league schedules.


Separate column for where game (field) will be played.

· Mandatory meeting for umpires Feb 11. Plan to have schedules done by then & give to all umpires so they know their schedule for the season.

· Process for game schedule changes: No changes unless extenuating circumstances.  Team must contact Board w/ request, response from Board (Tucker) yes/no, then copy umpires (Steve) with response and/or need to reschedule and they would notify umpires. cc OWULA also.
· Dates for new umpire training: Jan 25th, Feb 7th in Eugene, Feb 21 Pdx, shortened session for 3rd & 4th grade teams.  High school age refs can ref up to grade 7/8.  Prefer two yr age difference.  Recommendation from OGLA: shortened version of training for high schoolers to ref grades 3,4,5,6.  Full checking ok now for grades 7, 8; but need experienced refs. Lauren will f/u with Jane Newman re: allowing checking for 7/8.
· Should know early if all games will be covered or not.  If there are dates that are short, Steve will send info to OGLA email for our consideration..
· Mike: all teams pay pre-season $700 by March 16 (after school dues received).  Refs will email out invoices w/ this info through League Reps who will send to individual teams. OGLA will send out email to expect communication through league reps w/ this info.
