Previous minutes (Aug. 10, 2009) approved.
LA welcomed new members (Duncan and Monette).

Old Business:

Ann Carpenetti from US Lax hasn’t contacted Duncan or OGLA on outstanding complaint. The board considers the issue closed.

Annual Member Meeting (Big Meeting):

Location for big meeting (Oct. 6 form 7-9) still TBD. Choices are Wilsonville HS and Southridge HS. Monette and Duncan are going to check on space. Need to reserve the room from 6-9 pm so the board can meet before the members arrive.

Duties assigned – will finalize roles and responsibilities at next Board meeting.

- President and VP – Intro and TBC.

- Secretary (Lenni) will be responsible for / talking about OGLA required forms and folders (Coaching and Team requirements: US Lax membership, First Aid Card, Code of Conduct, Level 1 Cert.).

- Treasurer (Duncan) will address league fees, scholarships and Sportability. 

- Tucker will talk about the League rep. system and league alignment.

- Dara will talk about Rule of 2 and other rules pertaining to the season.

Potential New Programs:

Canby (with Wilsonville??) and Harrisburg have contacted OGLA and are potentially looking to participate in OGLA.

Definitions for new teams:
INVESTIGATING Programs (name changed from last meeting ‘prospective’) – team investigating local interest and assessing entry into OGLA. OGLA will assist by providing information about what is needed to get a program going, and will allow OGLA teams to scrimmage against teams officially granted INVESTIGATING status by OGLA. Investigating Program will not pay dues and will not receive scheduling help.  

OGLA will post list of approved Investigating Programs on oregongirlslax.com so existing Clubs will know which new programs are legal to play.

PROVISIONAL Program (ie First Yr JV team) – Full OGLA membership. Will pay OGLA dues and is assigned a full JV schedule. Must have a coach, parent rep, insurance, school sponsorship and has a minimum of 18 players. Program may petition to stay at this level for second year if extenuating circumstances, however, teams should not expect this to be granted.  If team cannot move to Varsity in Yr two, they need to seriously consider another year as an Investigating Program and re-evaluate when they enter as Provisional Team.
Dara will continue to be the New Program liaison.

League Rep Committee:

CS recommended that the league rep not be a board member. Need to involve more people in the process of managing the sport.

DH suggested two people from each league be appointed league reps. and divide the responsibilities—1. Scheduler for the league 2. Administrator for collecting the information needed from the coaches.  ONE needs to be the League Communicator, OGLA to communicate to BOTH.

Lenni will come up with a check list and forms for what is needed from each program for league reps to collect, to be distributed at Big Meeting

OGLA Manual Update:

LA made changes to manual—she will send us the updates. Some of the changes include:

Deposit for league fees will be Dec. 1--$125

(DH suggested OGLA put together a list of teams that have a varsity (plus more girls), but not enough for a full JV team.)  LA agrees and suggests these teams are added to the INVESTIGATING Program list.

Game limits:  Max 18 games in-state—max 20 total. 

Jamboree time limit:   Increase the time to 120 minutes from 90 minutes.  JV limit recommended remaining at 90 min.

Interrupted game rule update:

PER US LACROSSE RULES: If a game is interrupted after 80% of the game has been played and the score is tied—the game is official and ends in a tie. Tie-breaking procedures are determined by the league if they affect league standing for playoffs.

Lively discussion among the Board regarding Rule of 2 in light of the increasing number of off-season opportunities for girls versus the lack of high level coaches to lead teams traveling to recruiting opportunities.   No decisions were made.  This is an issue the Board will readdress.
LA mentioned the OSAA rule of not running up the score—will be discussed at next Board meeting.
