

What are the umpire levels? 

     US Lacrosse groups umpires into four categories:  Apprentice, Local, District, and National.  Within Oregon, we mostly have Apprentice, Local and District umpires officiate our high school games.  National Umpires officiate college games.  

What is the pay rate per game for an umpire at a certain level?  

     Apprentice: JV = $40.00 Varsity = $44.00 

     Local: JV = $48.00 Varsity = $54.00 

     District: JV = $51.00 Varsity = $57.00 

Do these rates vary for a JV game versus a Varsity game?  If so, how do they vary? 

     Yes, pay rates vary between JV and Varsity games. JV games are less because JV games are shorter games since the clock is continuously running (with the exception of the last two minutes of each half).  Please see above pricing list for exact umpire pay rates.  

Are teams billed for all games?

      Teams are only billed for the scheduled home games.   

What is the rate umpires get paid for traveling to games? 

     Umpires get paid $2.50 if the field is within 35 miles round trip from Jesuit High School.  If the umpires do a double header (a JV and a varsity game), then they receive one travel stipend. If the field is more than 35 miles from Jesuit High School, the umpires are reimbursed $0.51/mile round trip (this is the national rate). 

What is the assignor’s fee? 

      Each club is assessed an assignor fee for the work associated with scheduling games and ensuring umpire coverage for all games.  The fee is three (3) percent of the umpire pay rate.  The assignor fee is not assessed against the transportation reimbursement.   

How are umpires assigned to a game? 

      The Oregon Lacrosse Community is fortunate to have several new umpires this season. To ensure balance in officiating, most games are assigned an Apprentice and one upper level umpire (Local or District).  There are instances when two Local or District umpires are on a game.  This may be because of availability or high level of contest. 

How will my final umpire fee be tabulated?

      Each home team will be assessed the specific rate for the umpire that officiated the game.  The transportation fee and assignor fee are shown as separate line items on the club's invoice.
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
